Components of a Well-Written Essay

	Introduction
(“The Head” / “Top Bun”)
· General overview of what you will write about in your essay
· The “main idea” of your whole essay
· Should have an attention-grabbing sentence as the first sentence
· Has no or very few details and examples

· Can list part of/the full topic sentence of each body paragraph (the main ideas of each body paragraph)


	Body Paragraph #1
(“The Meat”)
· Has a topic sentence that states the main idea that is usually the first/second sentence
· Has supporting sentences including details/examples that explain and support the topic sentence

· All of the sentences are about only one topic (the topic sentence)
· The first sentence of the paragraph is always indented
· It often contains a concluding sentence that brings the paragraph to a logical conclusion


	Body Paragraph #2
(“The Meat”)
· Same as Body Paragraph #1 but about a different topic…


	Body Paragraph #3
(“The Meat”)
· Same as Body Paragraph #1 but about a different topic…


	Conclusion
(“The Feet” / “The Bottom Bun”)

· Summary of what you wrote about, “wraps things up”

· Includes final comments, suggestions, opinions, and/or predictions
