Examples: beautiful, wonderful, interesting, crazy, blue, tall, creative, organized.
· Synonyms: Words that mean the same or similar as another word.
Examples: beautiful-pretty, wonderful-terrific, interesting-intriguing, crazy-insane, blue-azure, tall-lofty, creative-imaginative, organized-neat.
· Antonyms: Words that mean the opposite of another word.
Examples: beautiful-ugly, wonderful-awful, interesting-boring, crazy-sane, blue-orange, tall-short, creative-unimaginative, organized-messy.
· Think of 5 adjectives that describe your favorite place and find 5 corresponding synonyms and antonyms for each word.

· To find synonyms of a word in Microsoft Word, highlight the word, and go to Review > Thesaurus and you will find a list of many synonyms for that word, and at the bottom, and one or two antonyms also.

· In older versions of Microsoft Word, please do a search for “Thesaurus.”

· You can also use a paper thesaurus to check the word, and some dictionaries have synonyms and antonyms.
