Classification Writing: 
· Analyzes information by dividing a topic into different groups, types, kinds, categories, or ways according to a guideline or reason (called the principle of classification)
· Common in all kinds of academic and professional writing.

· The thesis statement usually includes words like “according to” or “fall into categories/types/ kinds.”  For example: “EN031 students can be classified according to their class personalities.  There are three types: those who are loud, those who are quiet, and those who are very involved in the class” or “EN031 students fall into 3 categories: those who are loud, those who are quiet, and those who are very involved in the class.”
