· Main idea of the chapter (the most important information)

· Most important details in the chapter (but not all!)

· Main problem in that particular chapter

4. Final Writing/Presentation Assignment

Please choose from ONE of the following assignments to respond to your book:
A. Write another chapter to finish the book. What do you think will/should happen next? Continue the story.  Your “chapter” should be at least 400 words.  In another section, explain why you chose this ending in at least 150 words.
B. Write a 5-paragraph essay or “book review” of at least 500 words, with an introduction and a conclusion.  Give a critical analysis of this topic or story.  Do you agree or disagree with what happened in the book?  Why or why not?  If not and you were the author, what would you have done differently?  What would you have done the same?  Would you recommend this book?  Why or why not?
C. Create and present a 5-to-10-minute PowerPoint presentation OR a large poster summarizing the plot and illustrating the most important points in your book using pictures and other visuals.  You should include the main idea and the most important details/events.  In the end, say whether you agree or disagree with what happened in the book, and why/why not.  If not and you were the author, what would you have done differently?  What would you have done the same?  Would you recommend this book?  Why or why not?  You will need to write short sentences on your presentations, and then explain them orally while presenting it.
D. Write and record a 5-to-10-minute TV or phone interview in which someone is interviewing you, asking you questions about the book, and you are answering them.  Please give both opinions and facts about the book in your responses.
E. Create and present a 5-to-10-minute advertisement (on paper, or like a TV commercial) convincing people to read your book.  In your presentation, you should include the main idea and the most important details/events, and explain all the reasons why people should read this book.
F. Write and present a poem of at least 25 lines about your book, making sure you touch on the main ideas and important details.  In the poem, please allude to or directly reference the theme and provide both opinions and facts about the book.
