· Does it have a strong headline?

· Does it present the 5 W’s in the first few paragraphs?  Are the MOST important facts in the first paragraph?

· Does it present the climax at the beginning?

· Does each paragraph represent a new and distinct idea?

· Is it succinct (to the point)? 

· What other comments/questions do you have?
· Is it printed
2) Continue to read about and practicing writing leads from the website.

3) Read from my website: “What makes something newsworthy.”

4) Class debate: controversial topics.

5) Choose from the list of controversial writing topics and brainstorm 10 reasons why you support this point of view.

6) Write a headline and lead for your editorial.  What kind of lead should it have?

7) Write (and finish for HW) an editorial that analyzes and interprets your topic of choice, that represents your own opinion.
