CHAPTER 4: COMPREHENSION QUESTIONS

1. Use characterization (the techniques a writer uses to create and develop a character, and show his/her personality) to explain Patria’s personality from the quote: “I was born, but I wasn’t really here…one of those spirit babies…my mind, my heart, my soul in the clouds” (pg. 44).  Provide other examples from the text as well to support your explanation.
2. What was Patria’s internal conflict (the conflict the character has within him/herself and nobody else) regarding joining the sisterhood? Give at least 2 examples and/or quotations from pgs. 45 and 47 of foreshadowing that suggested that Patria would NOT fulfill others’ (and her own) expectations that she would enter the sisterhood.
3. How was Patria’s choice to marry a man like Pedrito a contradiction or irony?  What parallels/comparisons/metaphors were made in the novel to demonstrate that irony?

4. Why did Minerva say on pg. 51 “Another reason not to buy it?”

5. How were Patria’s views about “El Jefe” (Trujillo) different from Minerva’s? Why do you think this was the case?  Explain and give examples.

6. What happened to Patria's and Pedrito’s baby?  How did Pedrito seek consolation?
7. What was Patria’s internal conflict regarding her religious faith?  Why was her “faith shifting” (pg. 52)? Explain and give at least 2 reasons why.  How did she reconcile this conflict at the end of the chapter?
8. What were 2 reasons that Mama suggested that the Mirabal women go on a pilgrimage to Higuey?  Please include Mama’s REAL reason in particular.
