Assignment Guidelines: Cultural and Traveling Personal Narrative

Think about all the places you’ve traveled over your vacations and/or other countries in which you’ve lived.  Think about how the customs were different to what you’re used to, and how they were similar.  Think about how it helped you gain a greater understanding of the world and become more tolerant of other cultures.  Think about the lessons you learned from these “international experiences.” Focus on the differences first, then the similarities between this country and Venezuela (or the country where you’ve spent most of your life). Brainstorm ideas in list format.  Then put these ideas into a chart.  You don’t have to use these categories, as they are just suggestions.

· Incorporate as many cultural observations (particularly differences) that you can remember throughout the narrative.
· It must be at least 2.5 pages, double-spaced, Times New Roman 13 point.  

· You will be graded on content and creativity only, not on the usual mechanics. 
· Grades 9-11: You must use at least 5 Worldy Wise words that we have covered from Chapters 1-5 in your narrative.
· This is due: April 18th, 2013 (International Day).
