Six Components of a 

Body Paragraph:
1. All of the sentences are about only one topic (the topic sentence).
2. The first sentence of the paragraph is always indented.
3. Has a topic sentence that states the main idea/topic of the whole paragraph.  It is often the first/second sentence.  The topic sentence contains a controlling idea- the focus and direction of the topic, that states the writer’s ideas or attitude about the topic. 
4. Has supporting sentences including details/examples that explain and support the topic sentence.
5. It often contains a concluding sentence that brings the paragraph to a logical conclusion.  This can summarize, conclude, and/or provide a final comment, suggestion, or opinion about the topic.
6. Should have appropriate transition words that connect ideas smoothly and logically together.
