Personality Characterization in Literature: 
Descriptive Compare & Contrast Writing Assignment
1. Complete a Compare-Contrast T-chart comparing your personality with that of your favorite character or protagonist in “A Tree Grows in Brooklyn.”
2. Complete a 4-Square Compare/Contrast Worksheet outlining 4 body paragraphs about 4 points of comparison between your personality and that of your favorite character or protagonist in “A Tree Grows in Brooklyn.”  You must write about both similarities and differences, and at least one paragraph should be about either.  How many similarities and differences exist depend on your particular personality and that of the character according to the author’s characterization strategies.   
3. Please write a 6-paragraph essay characterizing yourself based on your results of the Myers Briggs Type Indicator (MBTI).  You must also compare and contrast your personality with that of your favorite character or protagonist in “A Tree Grows in Brooklyn.” 

In your essay, please follow the following criteria:
1) You use at least 8 new descriptive personality adjectives from the actual MBTI and/or the MBTI Pre-Test Questionnaire (ones you did not use in your descriptive essay).
2) You have an introduction, at least 4 body paragraphs, and a conclusion.
3) You include a controlling idea: a statement and idea that expresses a similarity between you and your favorite character in the play (in this case, personality and characterization of you and the character).  This could be a common theme of your personality and that of the character.

4) You include BOTH similarities and differences, depending on the character and how many actually exist.
5) You cite several examples from the book to support your description of the character.
4. Create a fake “Facebook” profile of the character including all elements of Facebook from the wall and “info” section.  Then do a 10-minute PowerPoint presentation on your character’s profile compared to your own, referring to your essay as well.  Explain if your personal Facebook represents your personality based on the results of the MBTI, and why.
