Details vs. Examples

Example: One special thing in a category that usually has “for example” or “for instance” before it.  Usually only happens one time, about a specific time, place, or person.
Detail: Is a smaller, more specific piece of information that explains a topic more in depth.  It does not always need a transition word (but sometimes you use one).
Example of an EXAMPLE: 

(Topic sentence): People who speak Arabic and Spanish often have problems with English spelling. (Example): For example, my student from Saudi Arabia always wrote “great” like “grate.”
Example of a DETAIL:

(Topic Sentence): People who speak Arabic and Spanish often have problems with English spelling.  (Detail): Unlike English, in Arabic and Spanish, words are written exactly the way they are pronounced.

Practice:
1. When you start a business you have to find good workers.  

(Detail): Bad workers will destroy your business.

(Example): For example, my father owned a business and made a lot of money because he had good workers.

2. Children copy the bad habits of their parents.

(Detail) Their parents are their main role models, and what the parents do the children automatically assume is correct.  
(Example): For example, if the parents always use bad language, the children will use bad language also.
