“Not Real/Untrue” Present/

Future Conditional:

Something that WOULD happen IF something else happened in the present or future, but it’s not real.
IF + Subject + past simple tense, + object + would/could + infinitive/simple verb (or vice versa):

· IF I had a college degree, I would have a good job now. (but I don’t have a college degree, therefore I don’t have a good job).
· IF I had a college degree, I would get a good job tomorrow. (but I don’t have a college degree, therefore I won’t get a good job).
· IF I had a good dance teacher right now, I could dance well (but I don’t, so I can’t dance).
· IF I were/was a billionaire next year, I would buy a country (but I won’t be a billionaire, so I won’t buy a country).
· IF I went to school tomorrow, I would feel better. (but I won’t be going to school, so I won’t feel better).
· IF I wanted to get married at this moment, I would propose to you right now! (but I don’t want to get married, so I won’t propose to you!)
“Real/True” Present/

Future Conditional 

(now and always):

Something that will happen IF something else happens in the present or future for SURE 

(can use IF, WHEN, BEFORE, AND AFTER)
Important: We think the “if” clause is possible.
IF/WHEN/BEFORE/AFTER + Subject + present simple tense, + subject/object + (will + infinitive/ simple verb) OR + (present simple tense):

· IF/WHEN people have college degrees, they usually have good jobs. 

· IF/WHEN I have my college degree, I will have a good job. 

· IF/AFTER I get my college degree, I will have a good job. 

· When I have the right teacher, I can learn to dance well.  (Now and always, in general): 
· IF I don’t have the right teacher tomorrow, I will not learn to dance well.  (Future: it will definitely not happen tomorrow IF…)
· WHEN I become a billionaire, I will buy an airplane. (Future: it will definitely happen IF…)
· AFTER I go to school, I will be happier. (Future: it will definitely happen IF…)
· IF I eat breakfast, I never get hungry during class. (Present: I definitely never get hungry IF I eat).
· IF anyone talks, please tell them to be quiet. (Present: I definitely want you to tell them to be quiet IF anyone talks).
Present (true now and always): 
If _(noun/pronoun)_  _(present simple)_ , __(noun/pronoun)_  _(present simple)_ .
· If (when) it rains, I get wet.

· If (when) I run, I sweat.

· If (when) the sun shines, I’m awake. 

· If my car breaks down, I am late to class.

· If it is windy, I stay at home.

Future (true in the future): 
If ​​​​_(noun/pronoun)__  _(present simple)_ , __(noun/pronoun)__  will _(infinitive)_ .
· If my bus is late tomorrow, I will be late to my class.

· If I break my leg, I will miss work.

· If I get a pet, I will have too much work to do.

· If I don’t see you, I will miss you.

“Not Real/Untrue” 

Past Conditional:
Something that would have happened IF something else had happened in the past, 
but it didn’t happen.
IF + subject/noun/pronoun + HAD + past participle, + subject/object/

noun/pronoun + WOULD/COULD/ SHOULD + HAVE + past participle. (or vice versa):

· IF I had gotten a college degree when I was younger, I would have gotten a good job. (but I didn’t get a college degree, therefore I didn’t get a good job).
· If I had married you, I would have been happier. (but I didn’t marry you, so I wasn’t happier).
· IF I had learned from the right teacher last year, I would have danced well at the show.  (I had the desire/plan to dance well IF I had the right teacher, but I didn’t, therefore I didn’t dance well).
· If I had become a billionaire when I bought the lottery ticket, I would have bought an airplane. (IF I won the lottery and were a billionaire, I wanted to buy that airplane, but I didn’t, so I couldn’t buy it).
· If I hadn’t overslept, I wouldn’t have been late to work. (but I did oversleep, therefore I was late to work).
If _(noun/pronoun/subject)__ had  (past participle)_ ,  _(noun/pronoun)__ would have _(past participle)_ .

· If I had heard the instructions, I would have known what to do.

· If I had seen the weather channel, I would have known the weather.

· If I had hurried up, I would have caught the bus.

· If we had watered the plants, they wouldn’t have died.

· If my printer hadn’t broken, I would have printed out the papers already.

· Linda wasn’t at home yesterday.  If she had been at home yesterday, I would have visited her.

· If she were at home now, I would visit her.

· If she were at home (tomorrow), I would visit her tomorrow.

· Gee I’m sorry, Mom.  If I had realized he was sleeping, I would not have made so much noise when I came in.  But how was I supposed to know?

“I would if I could,

but I can’t, so I won’t”
Question: How much wood would a Woodchuck chuck IF a Woodchuck could chuck wood?

Answer: As much wood as a Woodchuck could chuck IF a Woodchuck could chuck wood.
	Modal Verb: 

(Regular)
	Modal Verb: (Conditional / Wish)

	CAN

-Expresses ability or possibility
	COULD

	I can dance well.
	I could dance well IF I was/were more graceful.

(IF I were more graceful, I could dance well).

I wish I could dance well.

I wish I danced well.

	WILL

-Expresses willingness / desire, certainty, 100% chance
	WOULD

	I will study in China next year.
	I would study in China IF I had the money.
(IF I had the money, I would study in China.)
I wish you would  study in China.  (polite, you want the person to     want it too, wish about the future)

	SHALL

-old fashioned, expresses a command, strong suggestion
	SHOULD

	You shall help me clean the house.
	You should help me clean the house. (advice/suggestion)
*No need for “wish!”
