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Interpretation: noun; the action of explaining the meaning of something
1) Quote: write the quotation exactly as it appears (with quotation marks and author).





2) Surface Interpretation: what is your literal, or surface-level, interpretation of the quote?  What does it mean in simple terms?





3) In-Depth Interpretation: what is your figurative, or in-depth level, interpretation of the quote?  What is the deeper meaning?  Do you agree with the quote?








4) Examples: what does this quote look like in real life?  Think of an example from your life or something you have read or imagine one.








1) Quote: "Like a ten-speed bike, most of us have gears we do not use." -- Charles Schulz





3) In-Depth Interpretation: Charles Schulz makes this comparison to illustrate that most of us do not take full advantage of our full potential.  With a bike, you don’t need the highest gears until you reach the highest speeds.  So it is with the gifts and talents we all have…we can’t realize our full potential unless we work really hard.  Charles Schulz is saying that most of us probably don’t work hard enough to reach our full potential.  I must agree with him.








2) Surface Interpretation: Charles Schulz is comparing us as humans to ten-speed bikes.





4) Examples: In an ironic way, Madame Loisel, from “The Necklace” didn’t realize she had the potential to work as hard as she had to until she lost the necklace.  It took an accident to force her to use higher gears she never had to use before.
