Parallel/Consistent 
Grammatical Structure in Writing
· Using the same grammatical form for two or more items in a sentence or a group of sentences.
· The parallel forms can be anything: adjectives, infinitives, nouns, verb tenses, etc.
· For verb tense: a piece of writing usually has one main tense that is repeated.  You may switch to another one but only for a good reason.
EXAMPLES:
For adjectives:

· Toyota cars are popular and cheap.
For infinitives:

· The purpose of this book is to inform and  to entertain.
For nouns:

· I am in love with children, pizza, and sunny weather.
For clauses:

· There are three kinds of people: those who are good, those who are bad, and those who don’t care.
For verb tenses: 

· (Past tense): My teacher was great.  The school was great too.
· (Present tense): I really like playing (to play) soccer.  My brother also likes it.
· I like to go fishing and spend time at home.

· (Present perfect): I have traveled to China but I haven’t seen the Great Wall.
· (Future tense): I will always love you and will never forget what you did for me.
