· Both Abdi and Jelyani have the same opinion about women’s roles in society.
· Not only does Mr. Johnson speak French like a native, but he also makes the class fun. 
· Not only did Abdikadir fight with Sofia, but also Jeylani.

· Not only does Germany have a female president, but also Argentina.

· Both Argentina and Germany have a female president.
· The teacher was neither patient nor helpful.
· Neither the United States nor Canada has a female president.

· Neither Abdi nor Jeylani think that women are the same as men.
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CONTRAST WORDS (TO EXPRESS DIFFERENCES):

· UNLIKE- Unlike American classes (which are informal), Japanese classes are more formal.
