1. Ss take out the first draft of their corrected compare/contrast essays, as well as their corrected classification essays.
2. Using a “Peer-Self Editing Worksheet” for the particular writing/grammar conventions that will be assessed on the quiz and final exam, Ss record their errors that are relevant with the help of a peer. (30 min)
3. (IF TIME): Ss begin making corrections to their classification essays towards the final draft.

4. Introduction: common verb/adjective + preposition combinations (20 min)
5. Chain-writing activity: Ss continue a story starting with “Once upon a time” using a verb/adjective + preposition combination in their sentence, passing around several different stories at once.  Share the best story with the class.  (25 min)
6. Ss briefly review “Sentence Structure Explanation” about sentence fragments, run-on sentences, and comma splices.  (Provide examples of all and Ss need to identify what they are and correct them using one of the many ways) (10 min)
7. Ss compare answers to their homework with a partner:

a. Textbook pgs. 217-224, Exercises 32, 33, 35, & 37 on sentence structure: (there + be, sentence fragments, run-on sentences, comma splices, and subject-verb agreement that we started in class).  (20 min)
b. Ss ask questions about any discrepancies/difficult questions & review in class. (20 min)
c. Ss must HAND IN the above exercises on a separate sheet of paper at the end of class.
8. Quiz/final exam topic and review via speed game. (30 min)
