Writing Assignment (Essay):  “My Dream Government”
If you could create your ideal government (meaning any kind of government you wanted), what would it be like?  When writing your essay, please consider the following questions in your essay.  Please try to answer as many questions as you can:

1. What kind of people would live there?  What role would citizens have in society?
2. What kinds of freedoms would you have as a citizen of this dream government?
3. What kind of life opportunities would you and others have (jobs, etc.).  What policies would there be on employment, education, and discrimination?
4. What kind of government and electoral systems would exist?  For example, would there be one or some of the following: a president, a dictatorship, a democracy, a monarchy, anarchy, a parliament/congress, etc.?  How would government leaders be elected?  How would the laws be made?  Would there be a constitution?
5. What kind of economic model would exist (e.g. capitalism, socialism, communism, liberalism/left-wing, conservatism/right-wing, etc.).

6. What role would the government have in schools, infrastructure (water, electricity, roads, etc.), the postal service, fire, police, and other public services?
7. What would be the government’s policy on immigration, ethnicity, races, religion, marriage, language, and gender roles?
8. How would the government deal with criminals and people breaking the law?

9. What kind of financial support would there be for the sick, the elderly, children, single mothers, and the poor/unemployed?
10. What special, crazy, or impossible things would exist (for example, money growing on trees)?

11. Anything else interesting and wonderful you can think about.

Requirements:

1. Use model conditional verbs “could/would/should” as often as possible (at least 10 “woulds,” 5 “coulds,” and some “shoulds” if you can).
2. Include at least 10 descriptive/academic/specific/more formal adjectives (for which you used a thesaurus to find) that give a detailed description of your dream government and provide strong visual imagery.
3. Divide your final essay into at least 3 categories represented by at least 3 body paragraphs.

4. Include an introduction and a conclusion in addition to your 3 body paragraphs.
