TODAY’S OBJECTIVES:
· On your laptops or iPads, complete the first draft of your “Dream World” essays.
· If you work quietly for the whole class without talking or fooling around, you can have 15 minutes of free talk time at the end IF you have finished your essay.

· You CAN listen to music quietly while you’re working IF you can show that you are working

· NOW is the time to ask me questions about your essay.

· While writing your essay, make sure you have:

1. WORD CHOICE: Included at least 10 descriptive/academic/ specific/more formal adjectives (for which he/she used a thesaurus to find) that give a detailed description of the dream world.  Use a highlighter to highlight all adjectives.  If a better word could be used, use a thesaurus to suggest a better one (ask me if you’re confused).
2. DEVELOPMENT and WORD CHOICE: Used words that appeal to the 5 senses, has provided a descriptive, strong visual image of the world, and has used the “show, not tell” model. 
3. ORGANIZATION: Has at least 4 categories represented by at least 4 body paragraphs, and included an introduction and a conclusion in addition to the 4 body paragraphs.
4. SUPPORT: Has topic sentences, some concluding sentences, at least 2 examples per body paragraph, and has details that support each topic sentence/main points within that paragraph
5. SENTENCE STRUCTURE: Sentences are not all too long or too short and the words connect together well.
6. MECHANICS: use as many Error Correction Symbols as you can to correct any errors in spelling, grammar, punctuation, and/or capitalization. Write it above the error and make the correction.

7. PRESENTATION: It is typed, with Times New Roman size 13 font, is double-spaced, has around 2.5 cm margins, and it at least 2 pages or 700 words.
