Goals of This Class:

By the end of this course, all students should show improvement in the following English language-focused areas:
1. Writing skills
2. Reading comprehension and skills

3. Knowledge and usage of academic vocabulary

4. Knowledge of literature content, devices, and terminology

5. Academic speaking and listening skills

6. Grammar usage and accuracy

7. At least one level advancement on the NYSESLAT exam (e.g. move from Intermediate to Advanced)

8. Pass specific Regents exams students are scheduled to take in June 2018

9. Academic/Life/Career/Cultural skills in a mainstream American, English-speaking environment 

Classwork/Homework Assignments (Ungraded): 
Students will be assigned classwork almost daily that is ungraded, but they are given full credit, partial credit, or no credit for the work.  I will not accept late work unless the student has been absent with an acceptable excuse (see below).  If students are absent, they are responsible for completing the work on their own time.  The grades for some homework and classwork assignments are:

0 = Do it again/Not turned in
One star = Incomplete
Two stars = Great

Final Grades:

Students’ final marking period grades will be calculated as follows:

· 30% officially graded final writing assignments, quizzes, and tests
· 40% ungraded daily bellwork, classwork, homework, and first drafts of writing assignments
· 30% participation/attitude/effort (rubric used)
Attendance and Lateness Policy:

My class is the ONLY place where students can practice speaking, reading, writing, and listening to English in a “safe” and level-appropriate academic environment.  If students are not in class or are late, they miss crucial material, can’t practice correctly, and thus won’t improve sufficiently.  This is why attendance is so important!  If students are chronically absent, calls home will be made as well as referrals to the school’s attendance teacher.
CELL PHONE POLICY: NO CELL PHONES DURING CLASS WHATSOVER!
1) When students enter the room, they must put their cell phones and headphones in the cell phone slots immediately.
2) If student is caught lying to me or using their phone during class, student must give the phone to me immediately and I will keep it until the end of the day.
3) If student refuses to give me his/her phone, I will do one of the following things: call security, call your parents, and/or “write them up.”
4) AFTER the bell rings and class is over, students must remember to take their phone from the box as they are leaving the room.
Class Rules:

1) WHEN THE TEACHER IS TALKING, LISTEN AND FOLLOW INSTRUCTIONS THE FIRST TIME.  
2) ONE PERSON SPEAKS AT A TIME IN THE CLASS (TEACHER AND STUDENT).  THIS MEANS: RAISE YOUR HAND AND WAIT FOR PERMISSION TO SPEAK.

3) TREAT YOUR TEACHER AND CLASSMATES WITH RESPECT, AS YOU WANT TO BE TREATED.
4) DO YOUR OWN WORK AND TRY YOUR BEST EVERY DAY.
5) NO CELL PHONE OR ELECTRONICS USE WHATSOEVER (EXCEPT FOR SCHOOL COMPUTERS).
Rubric for Class Behavior/Attitude/Participation:
As they say, attitude is almost everything.  30% of students’ class grade will be for participation, attitude, and effort, graded by a rubric.  The reason is that if students enter my class with a good attitude, do their work, and participate, there is almost no way they can fail.  Even if they are struggling with the classwork but they do well on the rubric, they can still pass my class.  Therefore, if a student has a failing grade, it’s because he/she received a poor grade on the rubric, AND a poor final classwork grade.
