ENL Lesson Plan: 
Reading Lesson: History of Halloween

Language Objectives- Students will be able to (SWBAT):
· Make predictions about Halloween and its origins and connect prior knowledge to new knowledge via writing
· Read a text outloud with a partner
· Use previously learned key vocabulary in context to comprehend the supporting details of and text-based questions of a text
· Answer text-based questions based on supporting details with a partner orally using flashcards
· IF TIME: FOLLOW UP: Determine central/main idea of a text based on supporting text-based details

· IF TIME/FOLLOW UP: Make inferences about a text based on supporting text-based details
· FOLLOW UP: Complete a graphic organizer about independent vocabulary words they highlighted in yellow

Content Objectives- Students will be able to (SWBAT):
· Analyze historical details to determine and explain the origin of present-day Halloween from 2,000 years ago to present.
· FOLLOW UP: Make inferences about why present-day Halloween has certain characteristics, practices, and traditions.
· FOLLOW UP: Determine cause and effect relationship between Halloween past and present
Connection with Content-Based Curriculum:
· Connected to Global Studies and Social Studies Curriculum, particularly that of European history
NY State Standards Fulfilled:

· Standard 1: English for information and understanding refers to the competencies and knowledge of English that students must obtain in order to communicate effectively in social and academic settings. Students learning English as a second language learn, use, and reflect on English language and concepts from the core content areas, such as social studies, sciences, and mathematics. The organization of information and the ability to explain the relationships among pieces of information (in forms such as cause and effect, chronological order, problem/solution, comparing and contrasting, and interpreting) form the essential concepts in Standard 1.
· Standard 3: English for critical analysis and evaluation develops students’ abilities to read, write, listen, and speak in English to analyze and evaluate texts and issues. Students learning English are required to consider divergent perspectives on oral and written texts and evaluate texts and interpretations of texts, using a variety of criteria. Students develop an understanding of the impact of personal and alternative points of view and use English to form, present, and defend their own positions on significant issues, both orally and in writing. To meet Standard 3, LEP/ELLs are expected to take an experience, text, or idea, and question it from a variety of critical perspectives. These viewpoints are informed by the students’ cultural background and their experiences as newcomers to the United States.

Background:

· In a previous lesson, students learned key vocabulary words at their level crucial to understanding the text. They are already familiar with the meaning.
Procedures:
Connecting Background Knowledge about Text:

PREVIOUS LESSON:
1. (3 min) Bellwork topic: Students write 3-5 words that invoke their knowledge of Halloween. 
2. (5 min) Students write their opinion of Halloween.

3. (7 min) Teacher shows students images relating to the text, some based on previously learned vocabulary words.  

4. (3 min) Students predict 2 possibilities of what the text will be about based on these words and images.  What country does it come from?
5. (5 min) With a partner, students complete True or False activities to make predictions and generate interest in the text.  Review.
6. (7 min) Teacher reads text, “The History of Halloween,” outloud once, while students highlight in pink previously learned vocab words.  (This is according to previously taught via close reading strategies).
7. (5 min) Students read silently a second time, highlighting any extra words they don’t know in yellow.
OBSERVED LESSON:

1. (3 min) Bellwork topic: In their notebooks, students write 2 things they know about Halloween using sentence starters.
2. (5 min) With a partner, students share their Bellwork and consolidate 3 things total they know about Halloween in their notebook (connecting background knowledge).  Review as a class.
3. (3 min) Review vocabulary connected to images and pronunciation of vocabulary that is in the text
4. (10 min) Students read the text again in pairs outloud with a partner, alternating paragraphs.
5. (8 min) Teacher reviews true or false questions orally with the class without looking at their paper- ask: were our predictions correct?
6. (8 min) Review comprehension orally, asking a combination of text-based and higher order thinking questions.  Students indicate where in the text they found the information.
7.  (2 min) Model the “Trick or Treat” Activity: Give each student 3 Reading Comprehension cards and a bag of candy.  Turn on Michael Jackson’s “Thriller” while students walk around the room and mingle to talk to a partner.  Students quiz the partner on the question.  If they get the answer correct, they must say “Trick or Treat” and their partner hands them candy from their bag.  If they get it wrong, the partner provides the correct answer and then asks them another question.  The student with the most candy is the winner.
8. (10 min) Students enact “Trick or Treat” Reading Comprehension activity using a combination of True/False, basic, higher-order thinking questions about the text using text-based evidence, and vocabulary questions from the reading.
9. (3 min) Ticket out the door: In their notebooks after their bellwork, students write 1 more thing they learned about Halloween in their notebooks, and one more thing they have questions about.

Differentiation:

· For partner activities, higher English proficiency students will be paired with lower proficiency students
· In previous activity, students will highlight personally unknown vocabulary in yellow

Assessment (informal):
· Mingling oral “Trick or Treat” activity
· FOLLOW UP: Text response paragraph explaining how their perceptions of Halloween changed after reading the text
Follow-up:

· Students will complete a text response paragraph discussing how their perceptions of Halloween changed after reading the text about its origins
· Students will complete a graphic organizer about independent vocabulary words they highlighted in yellow
